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differences in attitudes to marriage in modern Spain
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Spain has been a progressive country in terms of legalising same sex marriage. New laws
have allowed gay couples to have the same rights as heterosexual married couples. Same
sex marriage is now an integral part of Spanish society and the fact that Spain is now more
secular than ever means more and more people are choosing to have civil weddings rather
than get married in a church. Young people go to church less than before and its role and
importance in society is diminishing. Nonetheless, in all regions of Spain, lots of people still
declare themselves as Catholic and still prefer to get married with a religious ceremony in a
church. Just because the political situation is secular doesn’t mean that all citizens have
changed their religious beliefs. Spain still remains, above all, a country that respects the
Catholic faith.
